Family Emergency Plan for 
__________________
Where will you go if you have to evacuate? How will you communicate if you’re separated, and phones aren’t working? See below for items to discuss now, so your family can decide in advance on these and other important details.  
Your Home 

Escape Routes from Inside the Home 

Have you identified escape routes from every room? Note them here, plus instructions for second-story exits.
Water/Power/Gas Shutoffs

Where are your utility shutoffs located? For water, look inside your home on a perimeter wall close to the street. For electricity, try the circuit breakers. The gas valve is likely outside and may require a wrench. Important: only shut off your gas if you have a reason to suspect a leak, and never turn the gas back on yourself; instead, call PG&E. 

Your Neighborhood 

Emergency Assembly Points
Which EAP will you visit once your family is safe? Find your Area and EAPs at http://www.getreadyatherton.org/.

Neighbors
Who in your neighborhood has equipment or resources that might be helpful (chainsaw, medical skills, etc)? Who might need extra support to stay safe? List the addresses, and contact info for neighbors who may give or need help.

Supplies

“Bug Out Bags” 
Where are your Bug Out Bags? Each person needs their own backpack with at least 3 days’ worth of personal survival essentials. (See Step 2.) Bags can be labelled and kept in a single location, such as inside a front closet.

Family Disaster Supplies 
Where do you store your Family Disaster Supplies? This includes everything your family needs to survive at home for at least 7 days. (See Step 2.) Some keep a waterproof bin in their backyard, in the shade, next to an exterior wall.
Traveler Kits 
Are your vehicles equipped? Each car needs its own stash of survival essentials, similar to the Bug Out Bag. 

Evacuation 
What to Do Before a Warning
If you have not had an Evacuation Warning/Order, but you suspect one in the near future, what will you pack and do? For example: put your Bug Out Bags, computers, wallets, medications, eyeglasses, phones, and portable chargers in the car; park in your driveway facing out; change into sturdy clothes…
What to Do in an Evacuation Warning/Order

If your area gets an Evacuation Warning or Order, leave immediately. Listen to the radio and follow instructions. 

Where to Go, and Routes to Get There
What local hotels might you go to? Write down a few options, plus the addresses of friends who live near you.
Communications
Out-of-State Contacts
If family members are separated and local lines are down, who can you contact to relay information? Choose 1-2 out-of-state contacts and add them to your phones. Also note where you’ll post updates (Facebook, Safe & Well, etc).
Emergency Phone Numbers
In an emergency, Dial 911. Write down any others you may need. Note: Atherton Police Dept is at (650) 688-6500.
Radios
Does your family have FRS, GMRS, or ham radios to use for emergency communications? Note channels and other info. Also know the local radio stations: KCEA 89.1 FM, KCBS 106.9 FM/740 AM, KGO 810 AM, and KNBR 680 AM. 
Make several copies of your plan – 1 for each family member and 1 for each emergency supply kit.
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
